L Crime/Operational

Over the course of two different nights in January, thieves entered a total of a dozen cars. Overnight January
11/12, thieves broke a window on each of four cars; this is very unusual. Montgomery County reported that 7
car windows were broken in the Town of Chevy Chase that same night.

On the morning of Friday, January 12, residents reported that someone had broken car windows
overnight on W. Irving, A total of 4 cars on the same block suffered broken windows. A fifth
unlocked car was entered without a broken window. Nothing was stolen from 4 of the cars, and
loose change was taken from one of the vehicles. None of the residents heard or saw anything
overnight.

On Thursday (January 25, 2018) morning, several residents reported that someone had entered their
unlocked cars overnight. A total of seven cars were entered. A pair of expensive sunglasses and a
credit card was taken from one car, a debit card was taken from another, and nothing was taken
from five of the cars. Incidents occurred on the following streets:

E. Lenox between Connecticut and Brookville: 3 unlocked cars entered; nothing taken,
E. Kirke between Connecticut and Brookville: 1 unlocked car entered; nothing taken.
E. Kirke between Brookville and Nevada: 1 unlocked car entered; sunglasses and
credit card taken.

W. Irving between Magnolia and Cedar: 1 unlocked car entered; debit card taken.
Hesketh between Magnolia and Cedar: 1 unlocked car entered; nothing taken.

In addition to the above events, contractors reported two unrelated thefts from their unlocked vehicles during the
daytime. One was in the 100 block of Oxford Street, and the other was on W. Kirke between Magnolia and

Cedar.
